what should be the christian s attitude toward society when so much of our contemporary culture
is at odds with christian beliefs and mores it may seem that serious christians now have only
two choices transform society completely according to christian values or retreat into the
cloister of sectarian fellowship in making the best of it john stackhouse explores the history
of the christian encounter with society the biblical record and wvarious theological models of
