the three surviving works by sextus empiricus ¢ 160 210 ce are outlines of pyrrhonism
against the dogmatists and against the professors their value as a source for the
history of thought is especially that they represent development and formulation of
former sceptic doctrines sextus empiricus ca 160 210 ce exponent of scepticism and
critic of the dogmatists was a greek physician and philosopher pupil and successor of
the medical sceptic herodotus not the historian of tarsus he probably lived for years
in rome and possibly also in alexandria and athens his three surviving works are
outlines of pyrrhonism three books on the practical and ethical scepticism of pyrrho
of elis ca 360 275 bce as developed later presenting also a case against the
dogmatists against the dogmatists five books dealing with the logicians the physicists
and the ethicists and against the professors six books grammarians rhetors
geometers arithmeticians astrologers and musicians these two latter works might be
called a general criticism of professors of all arts and sciences sextus s work is a
valuable source for the history of thought especially because of his development and
formulation of former sceptic doctrines the loeb classical library edition of sextus
empiricus is in four volumes
