gadamer s discussion of hermeneutical reflection part 2 consists of six essays dealing with phenomenology existential

philosophy and philosophical hermeneutics

written in the 1960s truth and method is gadamer s magnum opus looking behind the self consciousness of science he

discusses the tense relationship between truth and methodology in examining the different experiences of truth he aims to

present the hermeneutic phenomenon in its fullest extent

experience of constructing textual meaning out of the play of parts and whole the philosophical hermeneutics of gadamer s

early writings rests on a play between the ethical whole initially the gestalt figure of the platonic socrates but later the
