constant viewing angle are presented twelve to a page with no scale order or end to the series after setting down 1001 forms in siteless
conditions and embryonic stages blanciak takes one of the forms and performs a scale test showing what happens when one of these
fantastic ideas is subjected to the actual constraints of a site in central tokyo the book ends by illustrating the potential of these shapes to

morph into actual building proportions
