golden age during the early middle age when the byzantine empire and the tang

empire became centers of silk culture and established the models for high culture

of the eurasian world the coming of islam extended silk culture to an even larger

area  and  paved  the  way  for  an  expanded  market  for  textiles  and  other

commodities by the 11th century however the silk road was in decline because of

intense competition from the sea routes of the indian ocean using supply and

demand as the framework for analyzing the formation and development of the silk
