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nearly  twenty five percent  of  the world  s  christians count  themselves among the charismatic  and pentecostal  family  of  christian movements  yet  few know how
pentecostalism began the azusa street mission and revival tells the story of the small racially inclusive group that gathered in los angeles in 1906 and changed the
world of christianity with little more than a printing press a trolley stop and a powerful message the revival that began at apostolic faith mission on azusa street
rapidly crossed more than race lines into mexico western europe scandinavia and west africa and began to change the landscape of christianity the complete story
of the mission has finally been recorded with photographs articles and testimonies

serving as the catalyst of the pentecostal movement in the twentieth century william j seymour turned a tiny former horse stable in los angeles into an international
center of revival baptism of the holy spirit with the evidence of speaking in tongues was a major part of the meetings held there and seymour led the first organized
movement that promoted this experience at azusa blacks whites hispanics and europeans all met and worshiped together crossing formerly impossible cultural
lines there is no jew or gentile bond or free in the azusa mission seymour said no instrument that god can use is rejected on account of color or dress or lack of
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education this is why god has built up the work compiled by roberts liardon author of the bestselling god s generals series the great azusa street revival features
historic accounts eyewitness testimonies to the power of god and photos capturing the multicultural worldwide appeal of seymour and his ministry included are
many of seymour s stirring sermons and writings which are still relevant to believers today although the revival was short lived it produced and exploded the
pentecostal movement around the world today many denominations attribute their founding to the participants of the azusa street church and countless others are
linked to this revival

from the pen of john bartleman an early leader of the pentecostal movement we have an eyewitness account of the latter rain when pentecost moved from
california to maine and back

william j seymour the son of former slaves was the founder and pastor of the famed azusa street mission in los angeles california from 1906 until his death in 1922
seymour  was baptized in  the roman catholic  church converted in  methodism sanctified in  the church of  god reformation movement  and then introduced to  the
apostolic faith or pentecostal message in 1905 he took that message to los angeles in 1906 in addition to founding the mission at 312 azusa street seymour
traveled and helped to establish and organize other missions across the country the doctrine and discipline was intended to be a policy and polity guide for all the
apostolic faith missions under seymour s guidance it contains sections on doctrine the christian family the church the ministry and other subjects also included are
forms that seymour used for weddings funerals the installation of church officers and more this is the only book ever written by seymour published in 1915 the
original book is extremely rare this reprint makes the book available to the public for the first time in 85 years although seymour s original thought is included much
of the book is a compilation from other church disciplines in the wesleyan tradition publisher

part one of the book assesses past theologies drawing both on scholarly research and the thinking of key church leaders such as john wimber who have influenced
the  anglican  charismatic  movement  in  britain  part  two  addresses  different  issues  that  need  considering  in  a  holistic  theology  of  mission  including  the  holistic
content experiential nature contextual grounding community focus and spirituality for mission spirit shaped mission develops a framework for understanding the
mission of the spirit that contributes to pentecostal evangelical and ecumenical thinking on the subject
