a blueprint for united methodist churches based on the current mission plan for restorative justice ministries mprjm this mission plan

could be used internally or externally within the united methodist church and beyond to begin to deal with the issues associated with the

large numbers of persons leaving the prison system and reentering communities where the connectional system of the united methodist

churches is established and where other church denominations are in general to assist retuning prisoners with reentry and restorative

justice programs and ministries a call to action is for the united methodist church to use its historical work in this area along with its

unique reformative connectional system the united methodist church is poised to lead in this area because of its creed structure and
