about their granddaughter where does a family of windbreakers fit in or frogs or queen elizabeth i why bring jesus into it why shouldn t
you start a paragraph with the can there be beauty in nonsense or desperation farce or high drama what would you do for 20 million 60
million does doing something good justify doing something bad was the vastly experienced and decorated detective really responsible can
you work it out is there a plot or is it a plot is it possible to work it out when everything comes together and is fully explained will
you know what happened or will you find that have you a bout of depersonalisation disorder dammit why don t you just ignore all this
relax open your autobiography of sigmund freud and let me mess with your mind on the other hand

this is my life story inspired by my grandchildrens need to have the complete story for themselves and future generations it is a story of
growing up in a small coal mining town into young adulthood where alcohol started to become a part of my life then of my journeys
around the world and throughout australia a story of relationships and children being caught up in the exciting highs and devastating
lows brought on by the effects of alcohol and drug addiction to finally emerging into an insanity that through suicidal thoughts led to
an enlightenment few get to experience it is a story where one can see in hindsight that this journey has always had the support of a power
greater than myself
