their role from late august 1968 through april 1969 was to reverse many of the reforms that had
been adopted in april 1969 dubchek was forced to step down for good bringing a final end to the
prague spring soviet leaders justified the invasion of czechoslovakia by claiming that the fate
of any socialist country is the common affair of all socialist countries and that the soviet
union had both a right and a sacred duty to defend socialism in czechoslovakia the invasion
caused some divisions within the communist world but overall the use of large scale force
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proved remarkably successful in achieving soviet goals the united states and its nato allies
protested but refrained from direct military action and covert operations to counter the soviet
led incursion into czechoslovakia the essays of a dozen leading european and american cold war
