truths of god s existence christopher holmes an expert in contemporary
theology engages with the church fathers along with augustine and aquinas to
offer a rich accessible account of the triune god and the divine perfections
holmes shows how we share in the life of god through imitation and
participation and how the doctrines of the triune god and the divine attributes
shape our understanding of the christian life throughout holmes demonstrates
the importance of theology for christian faith and practice

church s identity however a celebration of weakness is in complete opposition
to traditional american beliefs in personal strength and a powerful church

find a theology of the christian scripture it then considers attempts to bridge
