about in his letter to the colossians he admonished the church to steer clear of empty
philosophies and high sounding nonsense yet here we are fortunately there is a better answer
to the riddle of father son and holy spirit we simply need to allow scripture to speak for itself
rather than listening to it through its would be interpreter the trinity this is not an easy task to
be sure since we have been so indoctrinated with the trinity that it is hard to see anything else
when we open the pages of the bible nevertheless when we set god s tri partite designation in
the context of the kingdom of god and the bible s overarching story of redemption the truth of
this phrase starts to emerge the trick of course is doing that without also slipping into heresy
which is exactly what testing the trinity strives to accomplish
