seven words are the few sentences and phrases that jesus christ spoke while on the cross assigning a chapter to each pairing of early
beatitude and final word archbishop sheen shows how christ spoke the word early in his ministry lived according to the beatitudes
throughout his life and stayed faithful to their precepts on the cross as the archbishop writes our lord began his public life on the mount of
the beatitudes and closed it on the mount of calvary and as this book shows us his messages remained consistent throughout the
explanations of the beatitudes contained in this work help the reader to apply these lessons to their own lives while the words themselves
are well known to many even those who haven t studied the bible their meaning takes some study to understand the seven beatitudes
read as follows 1 blessed are the meek for they shall possess the land 2 blessed are the merciful for they shall obtain mercy 3 blessed are
the clean of heart for they shall see god 4 blessed are the poor in spirit for theirs is the kingdom of heaven 5 blessed are they that hunger
and thirst after justice for they shall have their fill 6 blessed are the peace makers for they shall be called the children of god 7 blessed are
they that mourn for they shall be comforted and the seven words 1 father forgive them for they know not what they do 2 this day thou
shalt be with me in paradise 3 son behold thy mother woman behold thy son 4 my god my god why hast thou forsaken me 5 i thirst 6 it is
consummated 7 father into thy hands i commend my spirit archbishop sheen highlights examples of each beatitude both as practiced in
