today s middle income countries tend to be locked in a middle income trap unable to transition to higher income levels due to rising costs and declining competitiveness while there is a broad consensus that upgrading these economies

towards innovation led growth is imperative countless institutional and political economy obstacles remain this book brings together analytical perspectives from comparative political economy innovation studies and development

economics for the study of technological upgrading its distinctive contribution is the development of an innovative theoretical framework named upgrading regimes combining and extending the comparative capitalism and innovation

explains the typical political problems that presidents confront in political time as well as the likely effects of their working through them this allows him to draw out parallels in the politics of leadership between andrew jackson and

franklin roosevelt and between james polk and john kennedy and to develop a new and revealing perspective on the leadership of george w bush all along the way skowronek considers contemporary innovations in the american

political system that bear on the leadership patterns he draws from the more distant past the impact of the 24 hour news cycle of a more disciplined and homogeneous republican party of conservative advocacy of the unitary theory of

the executive and of progressivedisillusionment with the presidency all come under fresh scrutiny a provocative review of presidential history skowronek s book brims with fresh insights and opens a window on the institution of the

executive office and the workings of the american political system as a whole intellectually satisfying for scholars it also provides an accessible volume for students and general readers interested in the american presidency publisher

in the past twenty years the study of urban politics has shifted from a predominant concern with political culture and ethos to a preoccupation with political economy particularly that of urban development urban scholars have come to

recognize that cities are shaped by forces beyond their boundaries from that focus have emerged the views that cities are clearly engaged in economic competition that market processes are shaped by national policy decisions

sometimes intentionally and sometimes inadvertently and that the costs and benefits of economic growth are unevenly distributed but what else needs to be said about the policies and politics of urban development to supplement

prevailing theories the politics of urban development argues that the role of local actors in making development decisions merits closer study whatever the structural constraints politics still matters collectively the essays provide ample

evidence that local government officials and other community actors do not simply follow the imperatives that derive from the national political economy they are able to assert a significant degree of influence over the shared destiny
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of an urban population the impact of the collection is to heighten awareness of local political practices and of how and why they make a difference

citizens rely upon mass media as their principal sources of information on government and politics but who decides what is reported and how the selection of stories to be covered on the nightly news or in the morning newspaper

along with the content and framing of those stories are subject to daily struggles between journalists politicians and others who seek to influence public opinion and public policy written by a distinguished group of authors that

includes walter cronkite kathleen hall jamieson and kathleen frankovic this book explores who should and who does influence press coverage of politics in democratic countries it considers how the media operate as an intermediary for

communications between governments and citizens between various political actors and even among citizens the new is indispensable for students of politics and government and for every reader interested in learning more about how

news is made where the problems and tensions lie and how they can be corrected

examines the political history of administrative reform undertaken by 20th century presidents attempting to explain the growth of modern bureaucracy within an 18th century framework and the expansion of presidential control over
