north africa comprising algeria morocco tunisia and libya is of particular strategic and economics importance to both the

united states and the soviet union richard b parker provides an informed perspective on the problems facing the region with
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special emphasis on the u s interests there beginning with histories of the four states parker examines their common features

and individual differences showing that each retains distinct reacial historical and economic personalities he also discusses

and yemen the book grapples with problems associated with the difficult process of transition from authoritarianism

through conflict and towards peace by focusing on the state its structure and function the work is informed by a large

quantity of materials collected over the past five years including secondary literature policy papers and reports and semi

structured interviews with key informants on iraq and libya this book will be of much interest to students of

statebuilding middle eastern studies peace and conflict studies and international relations in general
