helicopters hovered above foreign media claimed that chinese troops had fired into the crowds with several
hundred casualties more than three decades later the tiananmen square incident refuses to be forgotten the
events that occurred in the summer of 1989 would not only set the course for china s politics but would also re
define its relationship with the world china s message was clear it remained committed to market oriented
reform but it would not tolerate any challenge to the supremacy of the chinese communist party in return for

government s failure to address the issues he championed led to an outpouring of grief and outrage thousands
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of students gathered in tiananmen square in beijing to mourn hu and demand political reforms what began as a
mourning vigil quickly grew into a full fledged protest movement with demands for an end to corruption greater
political freedoms and democratic reforms
