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first published in 1963 in east germany they divided the sky tells the story of a young couple
living in the new socialist east germany whose relationship is tested to the extreme not only
because of the political positions they gradually develop but very concretely by the berlin wall
which went up on august 13 1961 the story is set in 1960 and 1961 a moment of high political
cold war tension between the east bloc and the west a time when many thousands of people
